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REPORT OF ACTIVITIES 

All activities related to the HDR Innovation Fund were initiated in June 2003. A first phase has been completed, which had been preparing the conditions for the implementation of further dissemination activities. 

The Innovation Fund has contributed to the 2003 Human Development Report for El Salvador  (IDHES 2003) by: 1) promoting activities that will help increase knowledge and understanding of sustainable human development concepts and key issues at the local level, especially in poorer communities; and 2) insuring the participation of other private and public entities, who view the dissemination strategy as an opportunity to participate in the challenges of development. 

A summary of activities contemplated in the Innovation Funds and carried out during the period June thru September 15th 2003, is as follows:

1. Development of communication strategy and advocacy materials. Annex 1 presents the activities related to the development of a communication strategy and the production of advocacy materials. Most of the activities contemplated have been completed in order to undertake the dissemination and advocacy activities. Important to  emphasize is the success of the Best Photography Contest: “Desarrollo Humano El Salvador 2003”, which is reflected in the number of participants and quality of photographs received, to be used both in the production of the NDHR and advocacy materials. Also noteworthy is the active role that CONCULTURA, (the National Council for Culture and Art) and the network of Casas de la Cultura have played in supporting the dissemination process at a national and local level. 
2. Participation of other private and public entities.  Annex 2 presents the principal activities related to support for the dissemination process by other private and public entities. As mentioned earlier, CONCULTURA will provide support throughout the  process. The Fundación María Escalón de Núñez, a non-profit private organization dedicated to the promotion of culture and arts in El Salvador, sponsored the award for Best Photography and will work as an advisor in the selection of the theatre groups, which will develop the popular version at the local level.
