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The proposal to the Innovation Fund advanced the following general objective: 
1. The creation of a National Human Development Network encompassing prominent members from civil society, local governments, local statistical offices, international donors, academia, private sector, researchers from think tanks and other stakeholders. 
2. The establishment of a web-site dedicated to Sustainable Human Development
3. PR campaigns including local print, radio and television debate programs, as well as brochures and other publications. 
4. Advocacy for involvement of academia through local universities by supporting HD courses in the curricula.
Results Achieved:

1.   Launching of a National Human Development Network 
In Jordan, work on the NHDRs is entering the second phase. But understanding of what HD is all about still remains poor in many countries. As Jordan approaches the production of the second NHDR - several questions are being asked: will preparation of NHDRs go on endlessly? Who is ultimately responsible for the NHDR? Where will funding come for the NHDRs in the future?  What next? For how long will UNDP continue to support preparation of the NHDRs? It is in this context that the HD Network assumes special significance. 

Should UNDP and the government continue to take responsibility for the NHDRs and follow-up work?  It is hoped that over time, both MOP and UNDP can easily hand-over the task of NHDR preparation to national teams - and play a critical facilitating and catalytic role - in order to ensure quality and consistency.  In such cases, the aim must be to gradually hand-over responsibility to a local group.  

To actualize the above, UNDP with the approval of the Ministry of Planning, its main counterpart has established the National Human Development Network. The Network was launched during the celebration of the UN day on October 22nd. 2003.

The motive for the creation of the HDN is the realization globally that the Sustainable HD advocacy has to go out of UNDP and must establish a national stakeholdership - in other words, the whole SHD concept must now be owned by others. The absence of such networks seriously limits (1) the spread of the HD concept and approach and (2) impact of the NHDRs. The Network is also necessary if publication of and work on the NHDRs has to be regularly sustained - and continued - with 'people's ownership'.  

The HDN aims to provide the intellectual and advocacy force behind the National Human Development Reports. It will work to ensure that the NHDR enjoys high visibility, that it is accompanied by effective advocacy campaigns and follow-up events. The success of the HDN and its impact on government policy will be based, among other factors, on have a strong leadership, the intellectual and political credibility of its members and their genuine belief in the HD approach.

The main objectives of HD Networks are to:

· promote better understanding of the HD concept and approach, 
· advance HD policies and priorities,
· be responsible for the preparation of the NHDRs (including identification of the theme, putting together the research team, etc.),
· promote use of HD indices and indicators in monitoring development 
· inform and improve the quality of public discourse on HD issues,
· encourage the use of HD analysis in academic institutions, 
· ensure follow-up of the NHDRs and promote continuous  public discourse on HD concerns. 
· engage in research on HD concepts, measurements and policy, and 
· organize HD training and orientation workshops for NGOs, media personnel, health workers, teachers, etc.

Implementation Mechanisms

Two mechanisms have been proposed for the Network’s creation: two level Networks.  The first level will be a high level Advisory Board that will meet bi-annually. Membership of the HD Networks should be as inclusive as possible and include academics, government officials (acting in their individual capacity), journalists, lawyers, development activists, politicians, experts in their own fields, including academics and NGO-leaders and practitioners in the field of economics, governance, environment, etc. Some, but not all, should be "eminent" people. This level will be created in December.

The second level which has been launched already and include over 50 members from the National Poverty Network established by UNDP under funding from the Poverty Strategy Initiative and which include 94 members from government, civil society, etc. 

The first brainstorming session for the Network members is planned in December. 

2.  The Creation of the Sustainable Human Development web sub-site. 
The HD Networks will make use of a wide range of tools, in addition to the NHDR itself. This will include the SHD website which has been already established and launched on  www.jordandevnet.org.  SHD material will be posted on the website during the coming month. The website has already been publicized during the main presentation on UN day which encompassed invitees from government, donors, international organizations, media, and civil society’s organizations.  
Jemstone, the largest development web-site in Jordan is hosting the SHD web-site (in Arabic and English) and it will have a presence on the DevNet similar to the Volunteer Match section and the MDG sub-site hosted on the same site. The site is created in such a way that it could be moved to an alternative location in due course. The SHD site within a month will be a user-friendly home page with links to other relevant sites; an e-mail feedback function; the ability to post articles and reports, along with front page synopses; a searchable archive; a discussion forum; and general information about sustainable human development.  It will be welcoming and easy to use for the consultant providing content to the site.

3.   Human Development Promotion Material

UNDP has also initiated the process of preparing SHD promotion/advocacy material to be used in lectures whether at advocacy workshops or in the universities and academic institutions. Three lectures have already been produced focusing on the SHD concept.  The material from these lectures will also be used as the basis for the information on the website as well as journalistic media articles. The first article has already been sent to the press and will be published within the coming week. The second article will appear at the end of November. The publication of both articles has been delayed due to the huge coverage that the launch of the AHDR received in the local newspapers.
4.   Promotion of Sustainable Human Development 
A workshop targeting the media, civil society, government, UN Agencies and other relevant development actors was held on October 22nd. The workshop included a presentation on SHD and the linkages between the MDGs and SHD.  Participants were divided into 8 working groups, each focusing on a specific MDG goal. The objective of the workshop was to raise awareness on the concept of SHD.
