THVISTELMA INHIMILLISEN KEHITYKSEN RAPORTTI 2009
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Inhimillisen kehityksen raportti 2009 julkaistaan aikana, jolloin
maailman talous on pahimmassa taantumassa sitten 1930-luvun.
New Yorkin Wall Streetiltd alkanut talouskriisi karsii tydpaikkoja
ympari maailmaa. Seuraukset nikyvit yhti lailla suomalaisessa
paperitehtaassa kuin kambodzhalaisessa vaateompelimossa.

Monilla ihmisilld on edessdin vaikea valinta: joutua tyottomaksi

tai muuttaa muualle.

Ja monet pidttivit muuttaa. Useimmat pysyvit koti-
maassaan tai siirtyvit naapurimaahan, mutta jotkut
uskaltautuvat kauemmas etsimain uusia mahdollisuuk-
sia. Muuttoliike on pysyvi ilmié, joten kysymys kuu-
luu, miten siithen kannattaa suhtautua. Nihdiinks se
ongelmana, johon on vastattava pystyttimilld entistd
korkeampia esteiti? Vai olisiko jirkevimpii tarttua
siirtolaisuuden tarjoamiin mahdollisuuksiin? Tama ra-
portti puhuu jilkimmiisen vaihtoehdon puolesta.

Oikeus valita asuinpaikkansa kuuluu ihmisen pe-
rusvapauksiin. Siirtolaisuus tulisi myos nihdé voimava-
rana, joka voi edistdd kehitystéd sekd kohdemaassa ettd
lihtomaassa. Rikkaat maat saavat tarvitsemaansa ty-
voimaa. Kehitysmaat hyotyvit rahasta, jota ulkomailla
tyoskentelevit ihmiset lihettivit perheilleen. Rahan
lisiksi ulkomailta virtaa uusia kokemuksia ja ajatuksia.
Kokemukset kansanvallasta tai naisten aseman vahvis-
tamisesta voivat olla mydnteinen muutosvoima yhteis-
kunnassa, jossa kansalaisten osallistumista rajoitetaan.

Siirtolaisuuteen liittyy myos haasteita, civitki sen
tuomat hyodyt toteudu itsestdin. Ilman yhteiskunnal-
lisia uudistuksia maahanmuuton ja maastamuuton koko
potentiaali jii kdyttimated. Heikoimmassa asemassa
ovat kaikkein kéyhimmit ihmiset. Monille pelkka
passin hankkiminen voi olla niin kallista, ettd lailliset
muuttoaikeet saattavat juuttua byrokratian rattaisiin.
Kun taloustaantuma iskee, kouluttamattomat maa-
hanmuuttajat menettivit tyopaikkansa ensimmiisten
joukossa.

Jotta rajojen yli virtaavat rahavarat ja ajatukset saa-
daan hyodyttimiin koko yhteiskuntaa, kehitysmaiden
tulee vahvistaa julkisia instituutioitaan ja huomioida
muuttoliike kehitysstrategioissaan. Muuttajille on taat-
tava perusoikeudet ja -palvelut riippumatta siitd, liik-
kuvatko he maiden sisilla vai vililld. Turvallisuussyistd
muuttaville ihmisille on tarjottava suojaa, mutta samalla
on puututtava turvattomuuden syihin eli konfliktei-
hin, luonnonmullistuksiin ja huonoon hallintoon.
Rikkaiden maiden on huomioitava siirtolaisuus myos
omassa kehitys- ja kauppapolitiikassaan. Vaikka maa-
hanmuuttajien rahaldhetykset muodostavat merkitti-
van tulonlihteen, ne eivit korvaa kehitysyhteistyota.

YK:n kehitysohjelman tehtdvid on edistdd inhi-
millistd kehitystd. UNDP tukee kehitysmaiden pyr-
kimyksid vahvistaa demokraattista hallintoa ja vastata
koyhyyden, kriisien, ympiristoongelmien ja hiv/aidsin
asettamiin haasteisiin. Inhimillisen kehityksen raportit
puuttuvat ajankohtaisiin kehitysteemoihin tarjoamalla
tietoa ja suosituksia. T4lld kertaa keskidssid on muutto-
liikkeen vaikutus inhimilliseen kehitykseen.

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Juan syntyi kdyhdan perheeseen Meksikon maaseudulla. Hinen
perheellddn oli tiysi ty6 saada rahat riittimiin pojan terveyden-
hoitoon ja koulutukseen. Kahdentoista vanhana hin jitti koulun
kesken auttaakseen perhettiin. Kuusi vuotta my6hemmin Juan
seurasi setiansi Kanadaan suuremman palkan ja parempien mah-
dollisuuksien toivossa. Kanadassa elinajanodote on viisi vuotta pi-
dempi kuin Meksikossa ja tulot ovat kolme kertaa suuremmat. Juan
paasi tilapdistoihin Kanadassa, sai oleskeluluvan ja paityi lopulta
yrittdjaksi. Nykyisin hidnen yrityksensi tarjoaa t6itd syntyperii-
sille kanadalaisille. Juan on yksi niistd miljoonista ihmisista, joille
siirtolaisuus tarjoaa uusia mahdollisuuksia ja uudenlaista vapautta.
Hin hy6tyy siitd itse ja on samalla voimavara seki entiselle ettd

uudelle kotimaalleen.

Bhagyawati on alempaan kastiin kuuluva
intialainen nainen, joka asuu Andhra Pradeshin
osavaltiossa. Joka vuosi hin matkustaa lapsineen
kuudeksi kuukaudeksi Bangaloren kaupunkiin
tyoskennellikseen rakennustyomailla, joissa hin
ansaitsee 60 rupiaa (alle euron) paivissi. Silla
aikaa lapset eivit kiy koulua, koska se on liian
kaukana rakennustyomaalta civitkd he osaa pai-
kallista kielta. Bhagyawati ei saa valtion ruoka-
apua tai terveydenhoitoa cikd hin voi dinesta,
koska hin asuu viestorekisterialueensa ulkopuo-
lella. Miljoonien muiden tapaan hinelli ei ole
juuri muita keinoja kohentaa asemaansa kuin
muuttaa toiseen kaupunkiin omassa maassaan

tchokas keino lisitid yksilon mahdollisuuksia
parempiin tuloihin, terveyteen ja koulutukseen.
Mahdollisuus paittdd omasta asuinpaikastaan
on my0s keskeinen osa yksilon vapauksia.

Kun ihmiset muuttavat, he aloittavat toivon
ja epavarmuuden sivyttimin matkan joko oman
maansa sisalld tai valtion rajojen yli. Useimmat
muuttavat perheineen paremman elimin pe-
rissd ja toivovat voivansa yhdistdd omat kykynsi
kohdemaan tarjoamiin mahdollisuuksiin. Jos he
onnistuvat, heidin ponnisteluistaan hydtyvit
myo6s kotiseudulle jidneet sukulaiset sekd yh-
teiso, johon he perustavat uuden kotinsa. Kaikki
civit kuitenkaan onnistu. Ystivinsi ja perheensi
taakseen jittineet siirtolaiset voivat kokea yksi-
naisyyttd. He voivat myds tuntea olevansa ei-toi-
vottuja uudessa kotimaassa. Siirtolaiset saattavat
menettdd tyopaikkansa tai sairastua ja jiada pe-
ruspalveluiden ulkopuolelle.

Vuoden 2009 Inhimillisen kehityksen ra-
portissa tarkastellaan sitd, kuinka ihmisten liik-
kuvuutta koskevilla paremmilla ohjauskeinoilla
voidaan edistdd inhimillistd kehitystd. Raportti
esittid, kuinka hallitukset voivat kasvattaa



ihmisten vaihtocehtoja vihentamalli liitkkumisen
esteitd niin maiden sisilli kuin niiden vilillikin.
Raportti tuo esiin toimenpiteitd, jotka parantavat
siirtolaisten tulevaisuudennikymii ja hyodytea-
vit sekd uutta ettd vanhaa kotimaata.

Miten ja miksi ihmiset muuttavat
Keskustelu siirtolaisuudesta kisittelee usein
kehitysmaiden kansalaisten muuttoa rikkaisiin
maihin. Valtaosa maailman muuttoliikkeesti
ei kuitenkaan tapahdu kehitysmaiden ja ke-
hittyneiden maiden vililld tai maiden vililla
ylipddtidin. Ylivoimaisesti suurin osa ihmisistd
muuttaa oman valtion rajojen sisipuolella.
Maiden sisiisid siirtolaisia on noin 740 mil-
joonaa, eli lihes nelja kertaa enemmin kuin
maasta toiseen muuttavia. Runsas kolmannes
maata vaihtaneista — alle 70 miljoonaa ihmista
- on muuttanut kehitysmaasta kehittyneeseen
maahan. Useimmat maailman 200 miljoonasta
kansainvilisesti siirtolaisesta ovat muuttaneet
joko yhdesti kehitysmaasta toiseen tai rikkaasta
maasta toiseen vauraaseen maahan.

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Useimmat siirtolaiset hyotyvit muutostaan.
Heidan tulonsa kasvavat, koulutus- ja terveys-
palveluiden saanti helpottuu ja heidin lapsil-
laan on suotuisammat tulevaisuuden nikymat.
Siirtolaisten keskuudessa tehdyt tutkimukset
osoittavat, ettd useimmat heistd ovat tyytyvii-
sid uudessa elinymparistossdin siitd huolimatta,
ettd muuttoon liittyy tyypillisesti myds sopeu-
tumista ja vastoinkiymisii. Kotiuduttuaan
siirtolaiset liittyvit todennikdisemmin am-
mattijarjestoihin tai uskonnollisiin ja mui-
hin ryhmiin kuin paikallisvieston edustajat.

Liikkuvuuden tarjoamat edut kuitenkin jakaan-
tuvat epatasaisesti.

Epivarmuuden ja konfliktien tieltd muuttavat
ihmiset kohtaavat erityisid haasteita. Arviolta 14
miljoonaa pakolaista, eli noin seitsemin prosenttia
maailman kaikista kansainvilisisti siirtolaisista,
asuu muualla kuin maassa, jonka kansalaisia he
ovat. Useimmat pysyttelevit lihelld maata, josta he
ovat paenneet ja odottavat mahdollisuutta palata
takaisin. Vuosittain noin puoli miljoonaa pakolaista
matkustaa rikkaisiin maihin hakeakseen turva-
paikkaa. Paljon suurempi joukko, noin 26 miljoo-
naa ihmistd, on maansisiisia pakolaisia. He eivit ole
ylitt'é.neet oman maansa rajoja, mutta voivat joutua
kohtaamaan erityisia vaikeuksia ristiriitojen repi-
missi tai luonnonkatastrofien hivittimissi maassa.
Toinen haavoittuvassa asemassa oleva ryhmi koos-
tuu ihmisisti - lihinni nuorista naisista — jotka ovat
joutuneet ihmiskaupan uhreiksi. Saatuaan monesti
valheellisia lupauksia paremmasta elimasti, he eivit
ole muuttaneet vapaasta tahdostaan vaan pakosta,
johon on joskus liittynyt my6s vikivaltaa ja seksuaa-
lista hyvaksikayttoa.

Yleensi ihmiset kuitenkin muuttavat omasta ha-
lustaan. Yli kolme neljisosaa kansainvalisisti siirto-
laisista muuttaa maahan, jossa inhimillinen kehitys
on korkeammalla tasolla kuin heidin omassa koti-
maassaan. Heidin mahdollisuuksiaan heikentivit
kuitenkin maahanmuuttoa rajoittavat poliittiset lin-
jaukset sckd muuttoon tarvittavien resurssien puute.
Koyhien maiden kansalaiset ovat kaikista vahiten
liikkkuvia: alle prosentti afrikkalaisista on muutta-
nut Eurooppaan. Historiallinen ja nykyinen aineisto
viittaakin sithen, ettd kehitys jasiirtolaisuus kulkevat
kisi kiddessd: maassa, jossa inhimillinen kehitys on
alhaisella tasolla, maastamuuton mediaani jii alle
neljin prosentin, kun taas korkean inhimillisen ke-
hityksen maissa luku on yli kahdeksan prosenttia.

Kansainvilisen liikkuvuuden esteita

Kansainvilisten siirtolaisten osuus maailman
viestostd on pysynyt himmistyttivin tasai-
sesti noin kolmessa prosentissa viimeiset 50
vuotta huolimatta muutoksista, joiden olisi
voinut odottaa kasvattavan ihmisten muutto-
virtoja. Rikkaiden maiden ikaintyva viestd
ja kehitysmaiden viestonkasvu ovat lisinneet
siirtolaisuuden kysyntii. Parantuneet tyolli-
syysmahdollisuudet yhdessd hyvien viestinti- ja
liikenneyhteyksien kanssa ovat osaltaan edesaut-
taneet siirtolaisuuden kasvua. Muuttohaluiset



ovat kuitenkin yhi useammin torminneet eri
maiden hallitusten asettamiin liikkuvuuden es-
teisiin. Viimeisten sadan vuoden aikana kansallis-
valtioiden lukumiiri on nelinkertaistunut. Niin
on syntynyt entistd enemman rajoja. Samalla kun
kaupan esteitd on poistettu, poliittiset muutokset
ovat rajoittaneet siirtolaisuuden madraa.
Liikkuvuuden esteet ovat erityisen korkeita
niille ihmisille, joilla on vihin koulutusta ja
ammattitaitoa, vaikka heidin tyopanokselleen
olisikin kysyntdd monissa rikkaissa maissa.
Maahanmuuttopolitiikassa suositaan yleensi
paremmin koulutettuja ihmisié, esimerkiksi an-
tamalla opiskelijoiden jiidd maahan valmistumi-
sensa jilkeen ja kutsumalla ammattity6voimaa
maahan perheineen. Hallitusten suhtautuminen
on kuitenkin selvisti kaksijakoisempaa, kun ky-
seessd ovat ihmiset, joiden ammattitaito on vihai-
sempai. Heiddn asemansa on heikko jakohtelunsa
usein huonoa. Heille i tarjota samoja oikeuksia tai
palveluita kuin paikallisille asukkaille. Siirtolaiset
tayttavit tyopaikkoja maataloudessa, rakennuk-
silla, teollisuudessa ja palvelualoilla. Hallitusten
pyrkimyksend ndytedd kuitenkin monesti olevan,
ettd vihemman koulutettuja ihmisid vuoroin
tulisi ja vuoroin lahtisi maasta. Valiaikaisten ja
epasaiannollisten tyontekijoiden virtaa kohdel-
laan joskus kuin hanasta tulevaa vetti, jonka
voi avata ja sulkea miten haluaa. Tétd nykya ar-
violta 50 miljoonaa ihmistd eldi ja tyoskentelee
ulkomailla epavirallisella statuksella. Joissakin
maissa, kuten Thaimaassa ja Yhdysvalloissa, su-
vaitaan suuria méirid luvattomia tyontekijoitd.
Niilld ihmisilld on tilaisuus saada kohdemaassa
paremmin palkattua tydtd kuin kotimaassaan.
Vaikka he tekevit usein samaa tyotd ja maksavat
samat verot kuin paikalliset asukkaat, he saattavat
joutua karkotetuiksi maasta. Iraliassa ja Espanjassa
on tunnistettu ammattitaidottomien siirtolaisten
merkitys yhteiskunnalle ja tyotd tekevit siirto-
laiset ovat saaneet virallisen aseman. Kanadassa
ja Uudessa-Seelannissa on puolestaan laadittu
kausiluonteista siirtolaisuutta varten erityisii oh-
jelmia, joita sovelletaan esimerkiksi maataloudessa.
Siini missi ammattitaitoisten siirtolaisten
arvosta kohdemaille vallitsee laaja yhteisym-
mirrys, vahemman ammattitaitoisten tyonteki-
joiden tilanne herdttdd runsaasti kiistoja. Usein
uskotaan, ettd siirtolaiset syrjdyttavit paikal-
liset tyontekijit ja alentavat palkkoja. Muita
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huolenaiheita ovat kasvanut rikollisuuden riski,
paikallisten palveluiden ylikuormittuminen
sekd pelko sosiaalisen ja kulttuurisen yhteenkuu-
luvuuden menettimisesti. Huolia usein liioitel-
laan. Vaikka tutkimuksissa onkin todettu, etti
siirtolaisuudella saattaa tietyissa tilanteissa olla
kielteisia vaikutuksia syntyperiisten, vastaavan
ammattialan tyontekijoiden asemaan, tutkimus-
tulosten mukaan nimai vaikutukset ovat yleensi
vihiisii tai olemattomia.

Liikkuvuuden hyodyt
Tissd raportissa esitetadn, etta siirtolaiset edis-
tavit taloudellista tuotantoa ilman, ettd pai-
kalliselle vdestolle syntyy heistd juuri lainkaan
kustannuksia. Seuraukset voivat olla yhteiskun-
nallisesti myonteisid esimerkiksi silloin, kun
siirtolaisten lastenhoitoapu tarjoaa paikallisille
dideille tilaisuuden tyoskentelyyn kodin ulko-
puolella. Kun siirtolaiset hankkivat etenemi-
seen tarvittavat kieli- ja tyotaidot, monet heistd
kotoutuvat ongelmitta. Nykypdivina siirtolai-
suudesta johtuvat pelot ja uhat ovat siksi yhti
perusteettomia kuin ne, joita esiintyi 1900-
luvun alun Amerikassa irlantilaisten suhteen.
Vallitsevat jirjestelmit ajavat monet siirtolaiset
epdedulliseen asemaan, jolloin erityisesti viliai-
kaisten tyontekijéiden on vaikeaa saada samoja
etuja kuin paikallisten asukkaiden.
Muuttoliikkeen vaikutukset niakyvit siirto-
laisten lihtomaissa kasvavina tuloina ja kulutuk-
sena. Paremman koulutustason ja kohentuneen
terveydentilan lisaksi lihtdmaat hyotyvit kan-
salaistensa liikkuvuudesta myds laajemmalla
kulctuurisella ja yhteiskunnallisella tasolla.
Muuttamisen seurauksena tulot yleensi kasvavat,
mik3 ilmenee lihiomaisten ulkomailta saamista
rahalahetyksista. Edut levidvit myds laajemmalle,
kun ulkomailta hankittujen rahojen kulutus luo
uusia tyopaikkoja. IThmisten kulutuskayttiytymi-
sessd tapahtuu usein muutoksia ulkomailta saatu-
jen vaikutteiden mydtd. Erityisesti naiset saattavat
vapautua perinteisista rooleistaan.
Muuttoliikkeen vaikutus riippuu siitd, ketka
muuttavat, kuinka he selviytyvit ulkomailla ja sii-
lyttavitko he yhteyden liheisiinsa kotimaassa raha-
lahetysten seki tiedon- ja ajatustenvaihdon kautta.
Koska monet siirtolaiset ovat yleensi periisin sa-
moilta seuduilta — esimerkiksi Keralasta Intiassa tai
Fujianin maakunnasta Kiinassa — vaikutukset pai-
kallistasolla voivat olla suurempia kuin kansallisesti.

Liikkuvuuden esteiden
poistaminen ja
maahanmuuttajien
parempi kohtelu voivat
merkittavasti edistaa
inhimillista kehitysta
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Ajan mittaan uusilla ajatuksilla ja tavoilla voi olla
kauaskantoisia vaikutuksia yhteiskunnan nor-
meihin ja rakenteisiin.

Ammattitaitoisen tyévoiman pako koetaan
lihtomaissa toisinaan kielteiseksi ilmioksi, varsin-
kin kun kyseessa ovat koulutuksen tai terveyden-
huollon ammattilaiset. Paras ratkaisu tihin olisi
kehittda menettelytapoja, jotka pureutuvat taus-
talla piileviin rakenteellisiin ongelmiin, kuten al-
haiseen palkkaan, riittimittdmain rahoitukseen
ja heikkoihin instituutioihin. Jos ammattitaitois-
ten tyontekijoiden katoa yritetdin estdd asctta-
malla liikkuvuudelle rajoituksia, scuraukset ovat
todennikdisesti kielteisid. Samalla puututaan ih-
misen perusoikeuteen lahted maasta.

Muuttoliike ei voi toimia kansallisena inhi-
millisen kehityksen strategiana. Joitakin pienid
saarivaltioita lukuun ottamatta maastamuutto
ei muokkaa kokonaisen kansakunnan kehitysna-
kymii. Muuttoliike on parhaimmillaankin vain
yksi kanava, joka taydentaa kansallisia pyrkimyk-
sia inhimillisen kehityksen edistimiseksi. Nama
pyrkimykset ovat yhtd olennaisia kuin ennenkin.

Titd raporttia kirjoitettaessa maailmaa koet-
telee pahin talouskriisi yli puoleen vuosisataan.
Supistuvat kansantaloudet ja kasvavat tyonte-
kijéiden irtisanomiset vaikuttavat miljooniin
ihmisiin, myos siirtolaisiin. Taantuma tulisi
nihdi tilaisuutena luoda uusi siirtolaisia koskeva
ohjelma, josta olisi hyotya tyontekijoille niin lih-
tomaissa kuin ulkomaillakin. Kun talous elpyy,
ihmiset lahtevit taas liikkeelle. Siksi on ratkaise-
van tirkeii, ettd hallitukset valmistautuvat uusiin
muuttoliikkeisiin.

The core package

Overcoming Barriers lays out a core package of reforms, which comprises six ‘pil-

lars’. Each pillar is beneficial on its own, but together these offer the best chance of
maximizing the human development impacts of migration:

1.

RS CIE RO

Liberalizing and simplifying regular channels that allow people with low skills to
seek work abroad;

Ensuring basic rights for migrants;

Reducing transaction costs associated with migration;

Improving outcomes for migrants and destination communities;

Enabling benefits from internal mobility; and

Making mobility an integral part of national development strategies.

Raportin suositukset
Liikkuvuuden esteiden poistaminen ja maahan-
muuttajien parempi kohtelu voivat merkittavisti
edistdd inhimillistd kehitystd. Mutta muutos
edellyttdd rohkeutta. Téssd raportissa esitetadn
uudistuksia, joista on merkittivaa etua sekd siir-
tolaisille ettd yhteiskunnalle.

Ehdotetut uudistukset koskevat liikku-
vuuden kahta tirkeinti ulottuvuutta: siirto-
laisten maahanpiisya ja heidin kohteluaan.
Uudistukset tuottavat tuloksia keskipitkalla tai
pitkalld aikavalilld. Ehdotuksia ei ole suunnattu
vain kohdemaiden hallituksille vaan myds lahto-
maiden hallituksille seki muille keskeisille toi-
mijoille, erityisesti yrityksille, ammattiliitoille,
kansalaisjarjestoille ja siirtolaisille itselleen.
Kansainvilinen siirtolaisuus asettaa maille yh-
teisid haasteita, mutta piittdjien tulee toteuttaa
siirtolaispolitiikkaa paikallisten olosuhteiden
mukaisesti. Tiettyjd hyvid kdytintoja voidaan
kuitenkin soveltaa laajalti.

Raportissa esitetddn kuusi uudistusta, jotka
voidaan ottaa kiyttdon yksitellen, mutta joiden
vaikutus inhimilliseen kehitykseen korostuu, jos
ne toteutetaan yhdessi. Nama ovat maahantulo-
kanavien avaaminen niin, etti entisti useammat
tyontekijit voivat muuttaa maasta; siirtolaisten
perusoikeuksien turvaaminen; siirtolaisuuteen
liittyvien hallintokulujen alentaminen; koh-
deyhteisojd ja niiden vastaanottamia siirtolaisia
hy6dyttavien ratkaisujen l6ytiminen; maan-
sisdisen muuttoliikkeen helpottaminen seki
siirtolaisuuden huomioiminen kansallisissa ke-
hitysstrategioissa. Kaikilla ndistd on merkittavia
ja toisiaan tiydentidvid vaikutuksia maiden inhi-
milliseen kehitykseen.

Olemassa olevien maahantulokanavien avaa-
miseen raportti ehdottaa kahta tapaa:

o Kausiluonteista tyotd varten laadittuja
malleja, muun muassa maatalouden ja mat-
kailun alalla, tulisi laajentaa entisestdin.
Timin kaltaiset mallit ovat osoittautuneet
toimiviksi eri maissa. Kokemukset osoitta-
vat, ettd peruspalkkatakuita, terveys- ja tur-
vallisuusnormeja ja toistuviin vierailuihin
liittyvid saidoksid suunniteltaessa on hyvi
ottaa mukaan ammattijarjestot, tyonanta-
jat sekd kohde- ja lihtomaiden hallitukset.
Uusi-Seelanti on hyva esimerkki tillaisesta
mallista.



e Vihemmin ammattitaitoisille ihmisille
myonnettivien viisumien maarda olisi
lisateava paikallisen kysynnin mukaisesti.
Sopimusten avulla tulisi varmistaa, ettd
siirtolaisilla on oikeus vaihtaa tydnantajaa
ja hakea pidennysti oleskelulupaansa. Siir-
tolaisille tulisi tarjota mahdollisuus saada
pysyva oleskelulupa. Lisiksi paluumatkoja
tulisi helpottaa viisumin voimassaoloaikana
sckd mahdollistaa kertyneiden sosiaalietuuk-
sien siirtiminen maasta lihdettiessi, kuten
Ruotsissa on tehty.

Kohdemaiden tulisi paittii toivotusta maahantu-
lijoiden madristd tavalla, joka antaisi mahdollisuu-
den julkiseen keskusteluun ja erilaisten intressien
tasapainottamiseen. Maahanmuuttajien maa-
rastd tulisi padttdd avoimesti paikallisten tyon-
antajien tarpeet ja maan taloudellinen tilanne
huomioiden.

Siirtolaisia kohdellaan usein tavalla, joka louk-
kaa heiddn perusoikeuksiaan. Vaikka maat eivit
liiteyisikddn siirtotyoldisia suojeleviin kansainva-
lisiin sopimuksiin, hallitusten olisi varmistettava,
ettisiirtolaisillaon asianmukaiset tydolot, he saavat
samaa palkkaa samasta tydsta, ja ettd heilld on tasa-
vertaiset mahdollisuudet jarjestaytyi. Tyopaikoilla
voidaan joutua toimimaan nopeasti syrjinnin kit
kemiseksi. Lahto- ja kohdemaiden hallitukset voi-
vat tehdi yhteistyoti, jotta ulkomailla hankitun
patevyyden tunnustaminen helpottuisi.

Taloustaantuma on lisinnyt siirtolaisten haa-
voittuvuutta. Joidenkin kohdemaiden hallitukset
ovat tehostaneet siirtolaislakien toimeenpanoa
tavalla, joka rikkoo siirtolaisten oikeuksia. Seka
nykyisten ettd tulevien siirtolaisten kannettavaksi
salytettya suhteetonta osuutta taantuman kustan-
nuksista voidaan lievitta erilaisin toimenpitein,
muun muassa antamalla irtisanotuille siirtolai-
sille tilaisuus etsid uusi tydnantaja tai jarjestelld
maastamuuttonsa rauhassa. Kohdemaiden hal-
litukset voivat myos julkaista katsauksia tyolli-
syystilanteesta ja suhdanteiden heikkenemisesti
lihtomaissa.

Maan rajojen ylittimiseen tarvittavien asiakir-
jojen hankkimisesta ja hallinnollisista vaatimuk-
sista aiheutuvat kulut ovat usein huomattavan
suuria. Kulut ovat suhteellisesti korkeampia am-
mattitaidottomille ja tilapiisille tyontekijéille ja
ne voivat myds tahattomasti rohkaista epaviral-
lista muuttoliikettd. Joka kymmenennessd maassa
passin hankkimisesta aiheutuvat kustannukset
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ovat yli 10 prosenttia kansalaisten keskitulosta.
Niiden kustannusten ja maastamuuttajien lu-
kumiarin vililld vallitseekin negatiivinen korre-
laatio. Liht6- ja kohdemaiden hallitukset voivat
yksinkertaistaa hakemusmenettelyji ja alentaa

asiakirjakustannuksia.

On ratkaisevan tirkeii varmistaa, ettd siir-
tolaiset kotiutuvat hyvin. Yhti tirkedi on, ettd

heitd vastaanottavat yhteisot eivit koe, etti kes-

keisiin palveluihin kohdistuu timin vuoksi

kohtuuttomia lisavaatimuksia. Silloin kun paikal-
lisviranomaisille aiheutuu siirtolaisten vastaan-

ottamisesta haasteita, yliméiriiset rahansiirrot
aluchallinnolle voivat olla tarpeen. Siirtolaislasten
mahdollisuuksia voidaan avartaa varmistamalla,

ettd heilld on yhtildinen mahdollisuus koulutuk-
seen. Tarvittaessa heille tulisi antaa tukea muiden
oppilaiden tason saavuttamisessa sekd uuteen yh-
teisd0n sopeutumisessa. Niin voidaan my6s eh-
kaistd mahdollisen yhteiskunnallisen alaluokan
syntyminen. Kielenopetus on avaintekiji niin
koululaisille kuin aikuisille. Tyopaikoilla annet-
tavan kielikoulutuksen lisiksi tulisi tarjota ope-
tusta myos naisille, jotka eivit tyoskentele kodin

ulkopuolella.

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Vaikka siirtolaisuus ei
korvaakaan laajempaa
kehitysyhteisty6td, se
voi tarjota elintarkedn
mahdollisuuden
kdéyhille kotitalouksille
ja perheille, jotka
pyrkivat kohentamaan
elintasoaan
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Joissakin tilanteissa tarvitaan aktiivisempia
toimenpiteitd syrjinnidn torjumiseksi, yhteis-
kunnallisten jinnitteiden laukaisemiseksi ja siir-
tolaisiin mahdollisesti kohdistuvan vikivallan
estamiscksi. Kansalaisjarjestoilld ja viranomaisilla
on runsaasti myonteisid kokemuksia syrjinnin
torjumisesta esimerkiksi tiedotuskampanjoiden
avulla.

Siiti huolimatta, etti suunnitelmatalou-
det ovat enimmikseen kadonneet maailmasta,
himmastyttivin moni valtio — noin kolmannes
kaikista — on kdytinnossi asettanut esteiti maan-
sisiiselle liikkuvuudelle. Rajoitukset ilmenevit
peruspalveluiden ja ctuuksien heikompana saa-
tavuutena silloin, kun henkil6t eivit ole paikal-
lisessa videstorekisterissd. Tamid kiytinto syrjii
maansisiisid siirtolaisia ja on yha kiytéssa muun
muassa Kiinassa. Raportin keskeisid suosituksia
maansisiisten siirtolaisten osalta on peruspalve-
luiden yhtildinen saatavuus. Tasapuolinen koh-
telu on tirkedd tilapdisten ja kausiluontoisten
tyontekijoiden sekd heiddn perheidensi kannalta.
Tamai ei koske ainoastaan niité alueita, joilla he
kiyvit tilapiisesti toissd, vaan myds heidin koti-
seutujaan, joissa tulisi varmistaa kaikille riictavit
koulutus- ja terveydenhuoltopalvelut.

Vaikka siirtolaisuus ei korvaakaan laajempaa
kehitysyhteistyoti, se voi tarjota clintirkein mah-
dollisuuden koyhille kotitalouksille ja perheille,
jotka pyrkivit monipuolistamaan ja kohentamaan
elintasoaan, erityisesti kehitysmaissa. Hallitusten
on tunnistettava tahin liittyvit mahdollisuudet
jayhdistettavi siirtolaisuus kansallisen kehityspo-
litiikan muihin osa-alueisiin. Kokemus on osoit-
tanut, ettd kansantalouden tila ja vahvat julkisen
sektorin instituutiot ovat avainasemassa, jotta
ihmisten liikkuvuudesta voidaan maksimoida
yhteiskunnalle saatavat hyodyt.

Seuraavat askeleet

Uudistusohjelman edistiminen vaatii vahvaa,
valistunutta johtajuutta, johon yhdistyy entistd
padttivaisempi toiminta kansalaisten tietoi-
suuden lisddmiseksi siirtolaisuuteen liittyvissi
kysymyksissa.

Siirtolaisuuden muotojen, hydtyjen, kustan-
nusten ja riskien jarjestelmallisempi tarkastelu
tarjoaisi vankemman perustan muuttoliikkeen
sisallyttamiscksi lahtdmaiden kansallisiin ke-
hitysstrategioihin. Maastamuutto ei ole vaihto-
chto kotimaan techostetuille kehitystavoitteille.
Kansalaisten liikkuvuus voi kuitenkin helpottaa
ajatusten, tiedon ja varojen saatavuutta, ja siten
nopeuttaa kehitysta.

Kohdemaissa uudistusten sisilto ja ajankohta
riippuvat taloudellisista ja yhteiskunnallisista olo-
suhteista. Lisiksi on otettava huomioon yleinen
mielipide sekd poliittiset rajoitukset paikallisella
ja kansallisella tasolla.

Kansainvilinen yhteistyd, etenkin kahden-
valiset tai alueelliset sopimukset, voi johtaa pa-
rempaan siirtolaisuuden hallintaan, siirtolaisten
oikeuksien tehokkaampaan suojeluun seki siirto-
laisten vaikutusmahdollisuuksien kasvamiseen.
Joillakin alucilla, esimerkiksi Linsi-Afrikassa ja
Latinalaisen Amerikan etelikirjessd, ollaan luo-
massa vapaan liikkuvuuden vyshykkeiti vapaam-
man kaupan edistimiscksi. Samalla kasvatetaan
siirtolaisuudesta saatavia hyotyji. Niilld alucilla
luodut laajennetut tyomarkkinat voivat tarjota
merkittivid etuja siirtolaisille, heididn perheilleen
ja yhteisoilleen.

Kansainvilisesti on esitetty, ettd maiden tu-
lisi luoda uusi maailmanlaajuinen jirjestelmi
siirtolaisuuden hallintaan. Kansainviliseen
siirtolaisuus ja kehitys -foorumiin (Global Forum
on Migration and Development) osallistuu nykyi-
sin yli 150 maata. Kun hallitukset kohtaavat yh-
teisid siirtolaisuuden tuomia haasteita, ne pyrkivit
I6ytimain niihin yhteisi ratkaisuja.

Raportti nostaa inhimillisen kehityksen paie
téjien asialistalle, kun he pyrkivit hyddyntimiin
monitahoisemmasta maailmanlaajuisesta muut-
toliikkeesti saatavat edut.
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Inhimillisen kehityksen indeksi -

tulokset ja trendit

Inhimillisen kehityksen indeksi (HDI) mittaa
maan keskivertosaavutuksia kolmella inhimil-
lisen kehityksen perusulottuvuudella: pitki
ja terve elimid, koulutus seki riittava elintaso.
Indcksissi on kolme muuttujaa: odotettavissa
oleva eliniki, saavutettu koulutustaso seki osto-
voimakorjattu henkei kohden laskettu brutto-
kansantuote (GDP per capita/PPP).

Muuttyjille on annettu arvo nollasta yhteen.
Keskiarvo ilmoittaa HDI:n arvon, joka sijoittuu
vilille 0-1. Maat laitetaan paremmuusjirjestyk-
seen lasketun keskiarvon perusteella. Arvo 1
edustaa korkeinta mahdollista inhimillisen ke-
hityksen arvoa.

Timin vuoden indeksissi kiytetian vuo-
den 2007 tictoja 182 maasta. Vertailussa on
mukana kolme uutta maata, joista Andorra ja
Liechtenstein ovat mukana ensimmiisti kertaa
ja Afganistan ensi kertaa sitten vuoden 1996.
Tuloksissa on huomioitu seki uudet tiedot etti
aikaisempiin lukuihin tehdyt muutokset.

Vuoden 2007 tictoihin perustuvat tulokset
eivit kuvasta talouskriisin vaikutuksia, joiden
odotetaan niakyvin selvisti maiden inhimilli-
sessa kehityksessa.

Vuosien 2006 ja 2007 vililld inhimillisen
kehityksen indeksi laski neljissi maassa brutto-
kansantuotteen laskun seurauksena — ja nousi
174 maan kohdalla. Samaan aikaan maiden
sijoituksissa tapahtui enemmin muutoksia.
Kaikkiaan 50 maata tippui yhden tai useam-
man sijoituksen listalla, ja saman verran maita
siirtyi listalla ylospdin. Tamai johtuu siitd, ettd
sijoitukseen listalla ei vaikuta ainoastaan yhden
maan tulos, vaan tulos suhteessa muihin maihin.
Vertailtavien arvojen erot ovat myos erittain pie-
nii. Eniten nousivat Kiina (scitsemin sijaa)
sekd Kolumbia ja Peru (viisi sijaa molemmat).
Sijoitusten parantuminen johtuu maiden suh-
teellisen nopeasta tulojen kasvusta.

Ensimmaiisend listalla on Norja, toisena
Australia ja kolmantena Islanti. Nimi maat ovat
pysyneet samoilla paikoilla kuin vuosi sitten.
Kymmenen parhaan joukossa on vain muutamia
muutoksia. Uusi tulokas Ranska on syrjayttanyt
Luxemburgin.

Kolmella viimeiselld sijalla ovat Nigeria,
Afganistan ja Sierra Leone. Niidenkain sijoitus
ei ole muuttunut vuodesta 2006. Kymmenen vii-
meistd maata ovat samat kuin edelliseni vuonna.

Saharan ctelinpuoleisessa Afrikassa Ghana
nousi kaksi sijaa koulutuksessa tapahtuncen
edistyksen myo6td. TSadin, Mauritiuksen ja
Swazimaan sijoitukset taas laskivat kahden sijan
verran.
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Suositukset

Inhimillisen kehityksen raportti “Yli esteiden: Muuttoliikkeet ja inhimillinen kehitys” esittdd useita
suosituksia yhteiskunnallisia uudistuksia varten. Uudistukset voidaan ottaa kiyttdon yksitellen, mutta
muuttoliikkeen vaikutukset inhimilliseen kehitykseen korostuvat entisestdin, jos kaikki uudistukset
toteutetaan yhdessa.

Tyénhaun helpottaminen ja tavanomaisten maa-
hantulokanavien vapauttaminen niin, ettd ihmisilla
olisi mahdollisuus hakea t6ita ulkomailta véliaikai-
sesti, kausiluonteisesti tai pysyvasti.

Siirtolaiset joutuvat usein ottamaan riskeji. He saattavat
kohdata uudessa kohdemaassa vaikeuksia ja kiirsid resurs-
sien puutteesta seki jatkuvasta epavarmuudesta.
Kiytinnét ja siirtolaispolitiikka niin kotimaassa, koh-
demaassa kuin matkallakin rajoittavat ihmisten liikku-
vuutta ja niin ollen vaikuttavat kielteisesti inhimilliseen
kehitykseen.

Useat valtiot rajoittavat tiukasti siirtolaisten maahanpai-
syd. Viranomaiset eivit puutu tydnantajien siirtolaisille
tarjoamiin puutteellisiin terveyspalveluihin eivitka tys-
turvallisuuden rikkomuksiin. Kansalaisille ei ole kerrottu
riittdvisti siirtolaisuuteen liittyvistd eduista.

Poliittinen paine saattaa pakottaa uscat kohdemaiden
hallitukset rajoittamaan ihmisten vapaata liikkuvuutta.
Elpyvin talouskasvun odotetaan kuitenkin kasvattavan
siirtolaisten kysyntii ja tydmahdollisuuksia.

Siirtolaisille tulee turvata ihmisoikeuksiin poh-
jautuvat perusoikeudet. Kaikille siirtolaisille
tulee taata samat oikeudet heidan asemastaan
riippumatta.

Siirtolaisuus on ilmié, jota voidaan hallita - ei niinkdin
ongelma, joka pitii ratkaista.

Liikkuvuuden esteet ovat erityisen korkeita ihmisille,
joilla on alhainen koulutustaso ja vihin ammattitaitoa.
Poliittisten linjausten avulla hallitusten tulee pyrkii
lisddmain erityisesti alhaisesti koulutettujen siirtolaisten
liikkuvuutta tydvoiman tarpeen mukaan. Samalla tulee
varmistaa maahanmuuttajien parempi kohtelu uudessa
kohdemaassa. Niin voidaan tuottaa merkittivii hyoryi
ja tuloja siirtolaisille, heidin sukulaisilleen seki heidit
vastaanottavalle yhteisélle.

Muuttajille on taattava tasapuolisesti perusoikeudet ja
-palvelut.

Maan rajojen ylittdmiseen tarvittavien asiakirjo-
jen, kuten passien ja viisumien hankkimisesta ja
hallinnollisista vaatimuksista aiheutuvat kulut ovat
usein huomattavan suuria ja niita tulisi alentaa.

Siirtolaisuudesta aiheutuvat kulut ovat suhteellisesti kor-
keampia kéyhille ihmisille.

Passeihin, viisumeihin ja tyolupiin liittyvii byrokratiaa
tulisi selkiyttda siirtolaisuuden esteiden vihentimiseksi.
Hallitukset voivat yksinkcrtaistaa hakcmusmcncttelyji ja
alentaa asiakirjakustannuksia.

Nimi toimenpiteet vihentiisivit laitonta muuttoliiketti.

Viranomaiset voivat torjua siirtolaisia kohtaan
esiintyvaa syrjintaa tiedotuskampanjoiden

avulla. Olettamukset siirtolaisista aiheutuvista
lisdkustannuksista ovat usein liioiteltuja, silla
siirtolaisuuden kielteiset vaikutukset ovat yleensa
vahdisia tai olemattomia.

Yleinen kisitys on, ettd siirtolaiset syrjayttavit paikalliset tyon-
tekijiitja alentavat palkkoja. Muita huolenaiheita on paikallisten
palveluiden mahdollinen kuormittuminen. Siksi onkin tirkes,
ettd siirtolaisia vastaanottavat yhteisot eivit koe, etta keskeisiin
palveluihin kohdistuu kohtuuttomia lisivaatimuksia.
Siirtolaiset, vihemmin koulutetut maahanmuuttajat mu-
kaan lukien, vaikuttavart tavallisesti positiivisella tavalla
maan talouskehitykseen. Sen lisiksi maahanmuuttajat
tuovat mukanaan monipuolista inhimillistd, sosiaalista ja
kulttuurista pidomaa.

Liikkuvuuden edistamiseksi maiden sisilla,
sisdisid muuttoliikkeita rajoittavat esteet tulisi
poistaa ja maan siséisille siirtolaisille tulisi tarjota
palveluita tasapuolisesti.

Arviolta 740 miljoonaa ihmistd on maan sisdisid siirtolaisia.
Maan sisiisen muuttoliikkeen rajoituksia on voimassa
useissa maissa. Tillaisten rajoitteiden ylldpitiminen on
kuitenkin maille kallista, hankalaa ja aikaavievai.

Kaikki rajoitteet tulisi poistaa, jotta maan sisiiset siir-
tolaiset voisivat liikkua vapaasti ja saisivat koulutusta ja
terveydenhuoltoa missd tahansa omassa maassaan.

Maiden tulee huomioida muuttoliike kansallisissa
kehitysstrategioissaan.

Siirtolaisten muutto hyodyttda usein myds heidin suku-
laisiaan, jotka ovat jiineet kotimaahan. Lisiksi siirto-
laisuus vaikuttaa laajemmin seka lihto- ettd kohdemaan
yhteiskuntaan ja talouteen.

Muuttoliikkeen vaikutukset nikyvit siirtolaisten lih-
tomaissa kasvaneina tuloina ja kulutuksena. Paremman
koulutustason ja kohentuneen terveydentilan lisiksi
lihtomaat hyétyvit kansalaistensa liikkuvuudesta myos
laajemmalla kulttuurisella ja yhteiskunnallisella tasolla.
Thmisten liikkuvuus edistda myds uusien ideoiden jainno-
vaatioiden syntyi. Muuttamisen seurauksena siirtolaisten
tulot yleisesti kasvavat, miki ilmenee lihiomaisten ulko-
mailta saamista rahalihetyksista.

Korkeasti koulutetun, ammattitaitoisen tyévicstén aivo-
vuoto ulkomaille on ennemminkin oire kuin syy julkisten
palveluiden heikkouteen.

Siirtolaisuus ei voi korvata laajcmpaa kchitysyhteistyéti
eikd kansallisia kehitysohjelmia.

Hallitusten tulee maksimoida ihmisten liikkuvuudesta
saatavat hyodyt huomioimalla siirtolaisuus kansallisissa
kehitysstrategioissaan.

Kasitteet ja lyhenteet

Inhimillinen kehitys

Inhimillinen kehitys lihtee ajatuksesta, etta ke-
hitys on paljon muutakin kuin kansantalouksien
kasvua. Tavoitteena on maailma, jossa jokainen
ihminen voi mahdollisimman pitkalle itse va-
lita, millaista elimia haluaa eldi. Sen perusedel-
lytyksid ovat ainakin: 1) pitki ja terve elimi 2)
mahdollisuus hankkia tietoa seki 3) riittiviin
elintasoon tarvittavat resurssit. Inhimillinen
kehitys ulottuu kuitenkin vield pidemmalle, ja
viime kidessi siihen kuuluu kaikki, miti ihmiset
pitavat hyvini, arvokkaana ja tavoiteltavana —
esimerkiksi turvallisuus, ihmisoikeudet ja tunne
osallisuudesta yhteiskuntaan.

Inhimillinen kéyhyys ja tulokdyhyys
Inhimillinen kéyhyys tarkoittaa kéyhtymista
monilla eri ulottuvuuksilla: odotetun eliniin al-
haisuutta ja heikkoa terveytta, koulutuksen seki
riittavin elintason puutetta ja yhteiskunnallis-
ten osallistumismahdollisuuksien rajallisuutta.
Tulosidonnainen koyhyys sen sijaan merkitsee
puutetta vain yhdelli ulottuvuudella eli tu-
lojen suhteen. Inhimillisen koyhyyden kisite
mdirittelee riittdvien tulojen puuttumisen yh-
teni — mutta ei ainoana — inhimillisen hidin
aiheuttajana.

Inhimillisen kehityksen indeksi

(Human Development Index HDI)

HDI mittaa maan keskivertosaavutuksia kol-
mella inhimillisen kehityksen perusulottuvuu-
della. Ne ovat: pitkd ja terve elami, koulutus seki
riittavi elintaso. HDI:ssd on kolme muuttujaa:
odotettavissa oleva eliniki, saavutettu koulu-
tustaso (aikuisten lukutaito sekd yhdistetysti
ensimmaisen, toisen ja kolmannen asteen koulu-
tukseen osallistuvien osuus) seki ostovoimakor-
jattu henked kohden laskettu bruttokansantuote

Sukupuolten vaikuttamismahdollisuuksia
kuvaava mitta

(Gender empowerment measure GEM)

GEM kuvaa naisten mahdollisuuksia osallistua
aktiivisesti taloudelliseen ja poliittiseen elamain.
Se mittaa sukupuolten vilistd epitasa-arvoa

taloudellisen ja poliittisen osallistumisen ja paa-
toksenteon avainalueilla.

Inhimillisen kdyhyyden indeksi

(Human Poverty Index HPI)

HPI mittaa inhimillisen kehityksen puuttcita.
Siind missda HDI arvioi maan yleistd edistystd
inhimillisen kehityksen saralla, HPI kuvaa ke-
hityksen jakautumista ja mittaa siini edelleen
vallitsevia puutteita. Sekd kehitysmailla ettd
teollisuusmailla on omat indeksinsd HPI-1 ja
HPI-2. Teollisuusmaille on laadittu oma indeksi
sen vuoksi, ettd inhimillinen hiti vaihtelee suh-
teessa yhteiskuntien sosiaalisiin ja taloudellisiin
olosuhteisiin.

Maan sisiinen muuttoliike

Sisdinen muuttoliike tapahtuu maiden rajojen
sisilli. Sisdistd muuttoliiketti mitataan eri mai-
den sisiisten aluerajojen yli tapahtuvana muut-
tona, josta seuraa pysyva asuinpaikan muutos.

Kansainvilinen muuttoliike

Kansainvilinen muuttoliike tapahtuu maiden
rajojen yli, jolloin maastamuuttajien asuinmaa
muuttuu. Tyovoiman kansainvilinen muut-
toliike sisiltii kaksi erilaista muuttovirtaa:
vihemmin koulutetut ja korkeasti koulutetut
siirtolaiset.

Siirtolainen

Siirtolainen on henkild, joka on muuttanut
Vapaaehtoisesti ja pysyvasti uuteen asuinpaik—
kaansa joko ylittimalld kansainvilisen rajan tai
muuttamalla kotimaassaan toiselle alueelle, esi-
merkiksi toiseen ldaniin tai kuntaan. Siirtolaisia
ovat sekd maasta- ettd maahanmuuttajat. Oman
ryhminsi siirtolaisuudessa muodostavat paluu-
muuttajat ja heidin jilkeldisensd kansalaisuu-
desta riippumatta. Vaikka termii siirtolainen”
(eiki “maahanmuuttaja”) on joskus kiytetty
tilapdista muuttoa koskien, tissd raportissa ei
kiyteti tillaista erottelua.

Inhimillinen liikkuvuus (Human mobility)
Yksiloiden, perheiden tai ihmisryhmien vapaus
valita asuinpaikkansa ilman esteiti.
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Ihmisten liikkuvuus (Human movement)
Ihmiset vaihtavat asuinpaikkaansa. Thmisten
liikkkuvuus on esimerkiksi yksi talouskasvuun
tarvittavista tekijoistd.

Maansisiiset pakolaiset

(Internally displaced people, IDP)

Maansisaiset pakolaiset ovat ihmisid tai ihmis-
ryhmii, jotka ovat joutuneet pakenemaan ko-
deistaan aseellisen konfliktin, laajalle levinneen
vikivallan, ihmisoikeusloukkausten, luonnon-
katastrofien tai ihmisten aiheuttamien kata-
strofien takia. He ovat pysyneet maan rajojen
sisipuolella, civitkd ole pactessaan ylittineet
kansainvilisid rajoja.

Pakolaiset
Pakolaisiksi luetaan ihmiset tai ihmisryh-
mit, jotka ovat paenneet kotimaastaan.

Heilld on perusteltu syy peliti joutuvansa
vainotuksi rodun, uskonnon, kansallisuuden,
poliittisen miclipiteen tai yhteiskunnallisen
asemansa vuoksi. Pakolaiset eivit timin vuoksi
voi tai halua palata takaisin kotimaahansa.
Siviilihenkilot tunnustetaan kansainvilisesti
pakolaisiksi, kun he ylittdvit toisen maan rajan
hakeakseen turvapaikkaa.

Rahalihetykset (Remittances)
Rahalihetykset ovat tuloja ja aineellisia re-
sursseja, joita kansainviliset siirtolaiset tai
pakolaiset lahettivit entiseen asuinmaahansa
tai alkuperiiseen kotimaahansa. Siirtolaisten
rahalahetykset kotimaihinsa ovat kehitysmai-
den toiseksi suurin ulkoisen rahoituksen lihde
suorien ulkomaisten investointien jilkeen, ja
ne ovat huomattavasti kehitysapua suurempi
rahavirta.

The 2008 Constitution provides that the National
Congress shall be replaced by a 124-member National
Assembly. Elections to that body are due to take place
on 26 April 2009. During the transitional period, a
Legislative and Oversight Commission, comprising the
members of the Constituent Assembly, assumes the
legislative and oversight functions. The date refers to
the date when the Commission held its first session.
No woman candidate was elected in the 2008
elections. One woman was appointed to the cabinet. As
cabinet ministers also sit in parliament, there was one
woman out of a total of 32 members in October 2008.
The parliament was dissolved following a coup d'état in
December 2006.

The figures on the distribution of seats do not include
the 36 special rotating delegates appointed on an ad
hoc basis, and all percentages given are therefore
calculated on the basis of the 54 permanent seats.
The parliament elected in 1990 has never been
convened nor authorized to sit, and many of its
members were detained or forced into exile.

Forty five seats reserved for women are yet to be filled.
In November 1955, Eritrea was part of Ethiopia. The
Constitution of sovereign Eritrea adopted on 23 May
1997 stipulates that “All Eritrean citizens, of eighteen
years of age or more, shall have the right to vote”.

The parliament was dissolved following a coup d'état in
December 2008.
