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Forord

Arets Human Development Report — Azt jver-
vinna hinder: Migration och utveckling — kommer
ut i en tid di virlden brottas med en av de virsta
ekonomiska kriserna sedan 1930-talet. Det som
bérjade med en kreditkris pd Wall Street har nu
spridit sig over jorden och gjort miljoner min-
niskor arbetslosa. Effekterna mirks hos ameri-
kanska biltillverkare, pa finska pappersverk och
i Kambodjas textilfabriker. Minga minniskor
tvingas idag vilja mellan att bli arbetslosa eller
flytta nagon annanstans.

Minga viljer att flytta. En del tillryggaligger
hundratals mil i sokandet efter nya mojligheter,
men de allra flesta stannar inom det egna landets
grinser eller beger sig till ett grannland. Den stora
fragan ir hur vi viljer act hantera denna migration.
Ser vi den som ett problem som hanteras genom
fler och hogre barridrer? Eller ser vi potentialen
samtidigt som vi forsikrar oss om att den minsk-
liga rorligheten kommer s& manga som mojligt
tillgodo? Den hir rapporten foresprakar det senare
alternativet.

Att sjilv kunna vilja var man vill bo ir en
grundliggande mansklig rittighet. Men rapporten
visar ocksd hur migranter bidrar till utveckling —
bide i sina nya linder och i sina ursprungslinder.
Hir i Norden har vi exempelvis fitt ett vilbehovt
tillskott av arbetskraft medan man i manga utveck-
lingslinder drar nytta av de pengar som migran-
terna skickar hem till sina familjer.

Men migranter bidrar med mer dn bara pengar
— de kan ocksa fora med sig idéer och erfarenhe-
ter som ibland kan hjilpa till att skynda pé ut-
vecklingen, sdvil i ursprungslandet som i det nya
hemlandet. Det kan handla om allt frin idéer om
medborgarskap, jimstilldhet och demokrati till
teknisk expertis och berikande kulturutbyten.

Vinsterna av migrationen kan med andra ord
vara omfattande, men de kommer inte automa-
tiske. Istillet for att bara fokusera pa utmaningarna
borde regeringarna dirfor koncentrera sig pa att ta
fram lagstiftning och policys som maximerar mig-
rationens positiva effekter. Samtidigt méste de ar-
beta for att sikra att manniskor som flyttar — vare
sig de stannar i hemlandet eller korsar en nationell
grins — garanteras grundliggande samhillsservice
och minskliga rittigheter.

Att 6vervinna hinder: Migration och utveckling

Utan dessa institutionella férindringar riske-
rar migrationens vinster att stanna vid forbattrade
levnadsvillkor f6r de individer och familjer som
far ta del av de hemskickade pengarna. Dessa éver-
foringar — som i vissa linder utgér en stor del av
BNP - investeras ofta i bittre boende och lingre
utbildning. Diremot bidrar de inte nodvandigt-
vis till ett mer demokratiskt samhillsstyre, 6kad
rittssikerhet och bittre respekt f6r de minskliga
rittigheterna. Inte heller tar de itu med problem
som korruption. Dessutom kommer remittering-
arnasillan den fattigaste delen av befolkningen till
nytta, detta eftersom de ofta saknar méjligheter att
flytta.

Aven om migration ir ett viktigt bidrag till
minsklig utveckling kan den alltsd aldrig ersitta
nationella strategier och bredare utvecklingssats-
ningar. P4 samma sitt bor heller inte de resurser
som migranterna skickar hem ersitta det inter-
nationella utvecklingsbistindet. Migration och
remitteringar bor snarare ses som komplement till
riattvisare handel, internationellt bistind och andra
anstringningar som syftar till att 6ka den minsk-
liga utvecklingen.

Arets Human Development Report riktar
strdlkastaren mot de positiva effekterna av migra-
tion och ger samtidigt ett antal rekommendationer
till beslutsfattare for hur migration kan gynna den
minskliga utvecklingen dnnu mer. Att omsitta
dessa rekommendationer i politiska beslut dr lingt
ifran omojligt men kréaver vilja och mod, nigot som
ir sirskilt svirt i ekonomiska kristider.

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Juan féddes pa den mexikanska landsbygden, i en fattig familj som
kampade for att kunna betala f6r hans hilsovard och skolging. Vid
12 &rs alder hoppade han av skolan for att hjilpa till med familjens
forsorjning. Sex ar senare f6ljde Juan med sin farbror till Kanada i
jakt pa hogre 16n och bittre framtidsutsikter. Den forvintade livs-
lingden i Kanada 4r fem ar lingre 4n i Mexiko och inkomsterna ir
tre ginger hogre. Juan fick forst ett tidsbegriansat arbetstillstand i
Kanada, darefter ett permanent uppehallstillstind. S smaningom
startade han ett foretag med anstillda fran Kanada. Detta ir bara
ett bland miljoner exempel pa hur minniskor varje ar fir nya moj-
ligheter och friheter genom att migrera, nagot som ar till nytta savil

for dem sjilva som for deras ursprungs- och mottagarliander.

Bhagyawati tillhér en 1ag kast och bor pa
landsbygden i Andhra Pradesh i Indien. Varje
ar reser hon, tillsammans med sina barn, till
storstaden Bangalore for att under sex ménader
arbeta pa olika byggarbetsplaster dir hon tjanar
60 rupier (9 kronor) om dagen. Vil dir gar inte
barnen i skolan eftersom den ligger for langt
fran byggarbetsplatsen, dessutom kan de inte
det lokala spriket. Bhagyawati har inte rice till
subventionerad mat eller sjukvird och hon kan
inte rosta eftersom hon bor utanfor det distrike
dir hon ir registrerad. I likhet med miljontals
andra interna migranter har hon fi majlighe-
ter att forbittra sitt liv — annat 4n genom att
flytta till en annan stad, i sokandet efter bittre
framtidsutsikter.

Varvirld dr mycket ojimlik. De enorma skill-
naderna i minsklig utveckling mellan och inom
linder har varit ett dterkommande tema i Human
Development Report (HDR) sedan 1990 da den
forsta rapporten publicerades. I drets rapport be-
handlar vi for forsta gingen dmnet migration.
For minga minniskor i utvecklingslinderna kan
den bista — och ibland enda — mojligheten att 6ka
chanserna till ett bittre liv vara att imna sin hem-
stad eller by. Migration kan vara mycket effekeive
for att forbittra en persons framtidsutsikter nir

det giller inkomst, hilsa och utbildning. Men
migrationens virde dr storre dn si: att ha mojlig-
het att sjilv bestimma var man ska bo och leva ir
en viktig aspekt av mansklig frihet.

Nir manniskor ger sig av hemifran paborjar
de en resa priglad av hopp och osikerhet, oav-
sett om de reser inom eller 6ver landsgranser. De
flesta soker efter bittre méjligheter och hoppas
att deras fardigheter ska ge hogre utdelning pa
den nya platsen, till nytta bade f6r dem sjilva och
for deras narmaste familjemedlemmar, som ofta
toljer med dem eller kommer efter senare. Om
de Iyckas kan deras initiativ och anstringningar
dven vara till nytta savil for de mianniskor som
bor kvar pd hemorten, som for det samhille i vil-
ket de skapat sitt nya hem. Men alla lyckas inte.
Migranter som ger sig av fran vanner och familj
kan drabbas av ensamhet, de kan kinna sig oval-
komna bland minniskor som ir ridda for eller
ogillar nyanlinda, de kan f6rlora sitt jobb eller bli
sjuka och inte ha tillgang till det st6d de behover
for att lyckas.

2009 ars HDR undersoker hur en bittre
politik for minniskors rérlighet kan stirka
minsklig utveckling. Den foresprakar mins-
kade restriktioner for rorlighet inom och 6ver
landsgrianser, med syfte att 6ka minniskors



frihet och valméjligheter. Rapporten argumen-
terar vidare for praktiska atgirder som forbitt-
rar migranters framtidsutsikter, nigot som i sin
tur gynnar bdde mottagande samhillen och
ursprungsplatser.

Hur och varfér manniskor

ger sig av hemifran

Diskussioner om migration tar ofta sin utgings-
punke i att manniskor ror sig frin utvecklings-
linder till rika linder i Europa, Nordamerika
och Australasien. Men den storsta delen av
migrationen sker inte mellan utvecklings- och
utvecklade linder; den dger inte ens rum mellan
linder. Den 6vervildigande majoriteten av méin-
niskor som migrerar gor det inom sitt eget land.
Vi uppskattar att ungefir 740 miljoner minnis-
kor 4r interna migranter — nistan fyra ginger si
ménga som de som har korsat en landsgrins. Av
dessa har bara en dryg tredjedel migrerat frin ett
utvecklings- till ett utvecklat land — firre dn 70
miljoner minniskor. De flesta av virldens 200
miljoner internationella migranter har istillet
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migrerat frin ett utvecklingsland till ett annat
cller mellan industrilinder.

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Deflesta migranter, interna savil som interna-
tionella, skérdar vinster i form av hogre inkoms-
ter, bittre tillgang till utbildning och halsovard
och forbittrade framtidsutsikter for sina barn.
Undersokningar visar att de flesta migranter ar
ndjda med sin situation, trots de anpassningar
och hinder som migration normalt medfor. Nar
de vil dr etablerade 4r migranter ofta mer be-
nigna ian lokalbefolkningen att ansluta sig till
fackforeningar eller religiosa och andra grupper.
Migration innebir dock inte bara férdelar och
dess vinster kan vara ojamlike fordelade.

Minniskor som tvingas fly pa grund av
bristande sikerhet och vipnad konflikt stills
infor sirskilda utmaningar. Antalet flyktingar
beriknas till 14 miljoner och utgér ungefir 7
procent av virldens migranter. De flesta ar kvar
i ndrheten av landet de flytt ifrdn, normalt bor
de i liger fram till dess att situationen i hemlan-
det mojliggor ett dtervindande, men ungefir en
halv miljon varje ar tar sig till utvecklade linder
och soker asyl dir. Ett mycket storre antal, un-
gefir 26 miljoner, ir internflyktingar. De har
inte korsat nigra landsgrinser, men kan tvingas
utstd sarskilda svarigheter i ett land sonderslitet
av konflikt eller plagat av naturkatastrofer. En
annan sirbar grupp 4r minniskor — huvud-
sakligen unga kvinnor — som utsatts for méin-
niskohandel. De har ofta lurats med l6ften om
ett bittre liv och deras migration ir inte frivillig
utan pitvingad, inte sillan &tf6ljd av vald och
sexuella 6vergrepp.

I allminhet migrerar dock minniskor av
egen fri vilja till platser dir det r bicere stalle.
Mer in tre fjirdedelar av alla internationella
migranter tar sig till ett land som har en hogre
niva av minsklig utveckling 4n deras hemland.
Deras mojligheter begrinsas dock betydligt,
bide genom politiska beslut som sicter upp hin-
der for inresa till andra linder och pa grund av
deras bristande resurser. Minniskor i fattiga lan-
der ar minst rorliga: till exempel har mindre dn
en procent av alla afrikaner migrerat till Europa.
Bide historisk erfarenhet och aktuell kunskap
pekar pé att utveckling och migration gar hand
ihand: emigrationsnivins medianvirdeiettland
med lig minsklig utveckling ar under fyra pro-
cent, jimfort med Gver dtta procent i linder med
hégre niva av minsklig utveckling,

Hinder f6r rérlighet

Om man ser pa virldens totala folkmingd har
andelen internationella migranter varit anmirk-
ningsvart stabil under de senaste 50 aren, ungefir
tre procent, detta trots en mingd faktorer som
kunde ha forvintats medfora 6kad migration.
Den demografiska utvecklingen — en éldrande
befolkning i utvecklade linder och unga, vix-
ande befolkningar i utvecklingslinderna — och
fler mojligheter till jobb, kombinerat med billi-
gare kommunikationer och transporter, har ckat
“efterfrigan” pd migration. Manniskor som vill
migrera har dock stéte pa hinder i en allt stérre



utstrackning. Under det senaste seklet har antalet
stater fyrdubblats till ndstan 200, vilket har ska-
pat fler landsgrinser att korsa, medan politiska
beslut ytterligare har begrinsat migrationen.
Samtidigt har handelshindren minskat.
Hindren for rorlighet ar sarskile hoga for
minniskor med lag utbildning, trots efterfrigan
pa deras arbetskraft i manga rika linder. I all-
minhet gynnar invandringsreglerna migranter
med hégre utbildning, till exempel genom att
tillata att giststudenter stannar kvar efter ex-
amen och att lita akademiskt utbildade bositta
sig tillsammans med sina familjer. Regeringar
tenderar dock att vara mer ambivalenta nir det
giller ligutbildade arbetare, vilkas status och be-
handling ofta limnar mycket 6vrigt att onska.
De far i minga linder jobb inom jordbruket,
byggnads- och tillverkningsindustrin samt i ser-
vicesektorn. Trots detta forsoker regeringar ofta
att “rotera” lagre utbildade migranter in och ut
frin landet — ibland behandlas personer med
tidsbegrinsade arbetstillstind och papperslosa
migranter som vatten frin en kran som kan vri-
das av och pa efter behov. Uppskattningsvis 50
miljoner minniskor som idag bor och arbetar
utanfor sina hemlander ir papperslosa. Nagra
linder, som Thailand och USA, "tolererar” ett
stort antal papperslosa arbetare. Dessa far till-
gang till bittre betalda jobb 4n i hemlandet,
men trots att de ofta utfér ssmma arbete och
betalar samma skatter som lokalbefolkningen
kan de sakna tillgang till grundliggande sam-
hillsservice och riskerar att bli utvisade. Vissa
regeringar, som i Italien och Spanien, har erkint
att ligutbildade migranter bidrar till samhallet
och har beviljat uppehallstillstind till dem som
har arbete. Andra linder, som Kanada och Nya
Zeeland, har vil utformade program f6r sisongs-
arbete inom till exempel jordbrukssektorn.
Samtidigt som det finns en bred samsyn om
hogutbildade migranters virde f6r mottagarlin-
derna, s skapar lagutbildade migrantarbetare
hiftig debatt. Det ir en vanligt forekommande
uppfattning att de inte enbart fyller vakanser,
utan att invandring dven ger upphov till okad ar-
betsloshet och sinkta loner. Andra farhagor som
ar forknippade med invandring ir att risken for
brottslighet blir hogre, att belastningen pé lokal
samhillsservice okar och att den sociala och kul-
turella ssmmanhéllningen gar forlorad. Denna
oro ir ofta overdriven. Forskning har visat att
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migration, under vissa omstindigheter, kan ha
negativa effekter for inhemska arbetstagare med
motsvarande utbildningsniva. Dessa effekter
forefaller dock i allminhet sma och kan ibland
vara helt obefintliga.

Argument for rérlighet

Rapporten visar att invandring 6kar bruttona-
tionalprodukten, med smi eller inga negativa
konsekvenser for lokalbefolkningen. Migration
kan ocksd medfora mer allminna positiva ef-
fekter, till exempel nir tillgingen till migran-
ter som arbetar med barnomsorg far till foljd
att fler kvinnor kan arbeta utanfér hemmet.
Allteftersom migranter tillignar sig spraket och
andra kunskaper och firdigheter som kravs for
att fa bitcre betalda arbeten, integreras ménga
ganska naturligt, vilket gor att oro for att utlidn-
ningar inte kan upptas i samhillet — liknande
den som uttryckees angiende irlindare i USA i
bérjan pd 1900-talet — framstar som lika obefo-
gad nir det giller dagens nyanlinda. Men det
ar ocksa en realitet att minga migranter miss-
gynnas systematiske, vilket gor det svare eller
omojligt for dem ate f3 tillging till lokal sam-
hallsservice pd samma villkor som lokalbefolk-
ningen. Dessa problem ir sarskilt kinnbara for
personer med tidsbegrinsade arbetstillstind och
papperslé')sa migranter.

I ursprungslinderna mirks migrationens pi-
verkan genom hégre inkomster och 6kad kon-
sumtion, bittre utbildning och forbittrad hilsa,
men ocksi mer allmint i kulturellt och socialt
hinseende. Den mest omedelbara vinsten ir de
pengar som skickas hem till familjemedlemmar.
Det ar dock fler an den narmaste familjen som far
del av migrationens fordelar nir dessa pengar an-
vinds; arbetstillfillen skapas och beteendemons-
ter dndras. Sirskilt kvinnor kan befrias frin sina
traditionella roller till f6ljd av idéer fran utlandet.

Arten och omfattningen av denna péverkan
beror pé vilka som migrerar, hur de klarar sig
utomlands och om de behiller kontakten med
sina rotter genom 6verf6ring av pengar, kunskap
och idéer. Eftersom stora grupper av migranter
tenderar att komma fran specifika platser — till
exempel Kerala i Indien eller Fujianprovinsen i
Kina — ir lokala effekter normalt storre in na-
tionella. P4 lingre sikt kan dock overforingen av
idéer ha langtgiende effekeer pd sociala normer
och klasstrukturer i ett helt land. Utflédet av

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kunskaper och firdigheter ses ibland som nega-
tivt, sarskile for samhillsservice som utbildning
och hilsovard. Aven nir si ir fallet ir emellertid
den bista l6sningen atgirder som tar itu med
underliggande strukeurella problem, till exem-
pel laga loner, otillricklig finansiering och svaga
institutioner. Att skylla férlusten av hogutbildad
arbetskraft pd personerna sjilva ir atc missa po-
angen. Dessutom ar begransningar av deras ro-
relsefrihet sannolikt kontraproduktiv — for att
inte tala om att det skulle innebira en inskrink-
ningiden grundliggande minskliga rittigheten
att limna sitt land.

Trots de goda effekter som den internatio-
nella migrationen kan medféra kan den inte
ersitta en nationell strategi fér minsklig ut-
veckling. Med f4 undantag (huvudsakligen sma
ostater dar mer 4n 40 % av befolkningen bor
utomlands) 4r det osannolikt att emigration
kan ha en avgérande paverkan pi ett helt lands
utvecklingsmojligheter. Migration 4r i bista fall
en vig som kompletterar bredare nationella och
internationella insatser for att minska fattigdom
och frimja minskligutveckling. Dessa anstrang-
ningar ir lika viktiga som tidigare.

Nir detta skrivs genomgar virlden den
allvarligaste ekonomiska krisen pa 6ver ett halvt
sekel. Krympande ekonomier och uppsigningar
paverkar miljontals arbetstagare, diribland
migranter. Vi anser att den nuvarande kon-
junkturnedgingen bor ses som en mojlighet att
lagga grunden f6r en “new deal” for migranter
som gynnar bade arbetstagare i hemlandet och
utomlands och som samtidigt undviker en pro-
tektionistisk backlash.

The core package

Overcoming Barriers lays out a core package of reforms, which comprises six ‘pil-

lars’. Each pillar is beneficial on its own, but together these offer the best chance of
maximizing the human development impacts of migration:

1.

Liberalizing and simplifying regular channels that allow people with low skills to
seek work abroad;

Ensuring basic rights for migrants;

Reducing transaction costs associated with migration;

Improving outcomes for migrants and destination communities;

Enabling benefits from internal mobility; and

Making mobility an integral part of national development strategies.

dterhamtar sig kommer minga av de underlig-
gande trenderna som har drivit pa migrationen
under det senaste halvseklet dter bli synbara och
locka fler manniskor att migrera. Det ar dirfor
avgorande att regeringar vidtar nddvindiga it
girder for att forbereda sig for detta.

Vart forslag

Stora vinster for minsklig utveckling kan upp-
nis genom minskade hinder for rérlighet och
forbittrad behandling av migranter. En djarv vi-
sion ar nodvindig for att forverkliga denna moj-
lighet. Rapporten argumenterar for omfattande
reformer som gynnar migranter, lokalsamhillen
och hela linder.

Virt forslag behandlar tvé vikeiga aspekter
dar det finns utrymme f6r battre regler: cill-
standsgivning och rittigheter i mottagarlandet.
Reformerna som presenteras i det dtgardspaket
som vi foreslar far effekt pi medellang till ling
sikt. De riktar sig inte enbart till regeringar i
mottagarlinder, utan ocksa till regeringar i ur-
sprungslander, till andra viktiga aktorer - sir-
skilt den privata sektorn, fackféreningar och
icke-statliga organisationer — och till migran-
terna sjilva. Aven om politiska beslutsfattare
star infor gemensamma utmaningar kommer de
naturligtvis att beh6va utforma och genomféra
olika invandringsregler i respektive land, regler
som tar hinsyn till nationella och lokala forhal-
landen. Inte desto mindre finns det exempel pd
god praxis som kan spridas till fler linder.

Vi lyfrer fram sex viktiga omraden dir det
finns behov for reformer. Dessa kan beslutas
var och en for sig, men om de genomfors till-
sammans, inom ramen for ett integrerat syn-
sitt, kan deras positiva effekter pd minsklig
utveckling forstarkas. Att 6ppna upp befintliga
invandringskanaler s att fler arbetstagare kan
emigrera, att sakerstilla grundliggande rit-
tigheter for migranter, att sinka migrationens
transaktionskostnader, att hitta [6sningar som
gynnar bide mottagande samhillen och mig-
ranterna de tar emot, att gora det littare for
minniskor att réra sig inom sina egna linder
och att integrera migration i nationella utveck-
lingsstrategier — allt detta ger viktiga och kom-
pletterande bidrag till mansklig utveckling.

Forslagets actgirdspaket lyfter fram tva
vigar for att oppna upp befintliga reguljira
invandringskanaler:



o Virekommenderar utékade program for sa-
songsarbete inom sektorer som jordbruk och
turism. Sidana program har redan visat sig
framgingsrikaiolikalinder. God praxis vitt-
nar om att fackforeningar och arbetsgivare
bor involveras tillsammans med regeringarna
i bdde mottagar- och ursprungslinderna,
sarskilt i utformningen och genomférandet
av grundliggande lonegarantier, arbetsmil-
jonormer och regler for upprepade inresor,
nigot som exempelvis genomférts i Nya
Zeeland.

o Vi foreslir dven en okning av antalet arbets-
tillstdnd for lagutbildade personer, forutsatt
att det finns lokal efterfragan pa arbetskraft.
Erfarenheter visar att god praxis innefattar:
att sikerstilla att migranter har rice ate byta
arbetsgivare ("employer portability”) och att
migranter ges ritt att ansoka om forlingning
av sin vistelse och mojligheter till permanent
bosattning, vilket ingdr i Sveriges nya regler
for arbetskraftsinvandring,
Mottagarlinderna bér fatta beslut om det

onskade antalet arbetskraftsmigranter inom
ramen for en politisk process som méjliggor
offentlig debatt och avvigning mellan olika
intressen. Antalet bor bestimmas genom ett
transparent forfarande som baseras pa arbets-
givarnas efterfrigan, med kvoter som tar hinsyn
till ekonomiska forhillanden.

I mottagarlinderna behandlas migranter ofta
pa ett sitt som inskrinker deras grundliggande
réttigheter. Aven om regeringar inte skriver
under internationella konventioner som skyddar
migrantarbetare, bor de sikerstilla atct migranter
denjuter fullstindiga rattigheter dir de arbetar
— till exempel rice till lika lon for lika arbete,
ratt till anstdndiga arbetsvillkor och ritt att or-
ganisera sig. Regeringar kan ocksd behova agera
snabbt for att stoppa diskriminering. Regeringar
och myndigheter i ursprungs- och mottagarlan-
der kan samarbeta for att underlitta erkinnande
av utlindska betyg och vitsord.

Den pagiende lagkonjunkturen har gjort
migranter sirskilt utsatta. Regeringar i vissa
mottagarlinder har intensifierat sina anstring-
ningar for att uppritthélla invandringsreglerna
pa sitt som kan inskrinka migranters rittighe-
ter. Att ge uppsagda migrantarbetare mojlighet
att soka efter en ny arbetsgivare (eller &tminstone
tid att avsluta sina iligganden innan de limnar
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landet) och att publicera information om sys-
selsittningsprognoser, som ocksa tar upp ned-
gangar i ursprungslinderna, dr itgirder som kan
minska de oproportionerliga kostnaderna for
lagkonjunkturen som drabbar bade nuvarande
och potentiella migranter.

Nir det giller internationell migration ar
transaktionskostnaderna for att skaffa nodvin-
diga dokument och uppfylla administrativa krav
for att korsa landsgrinser ofta hoga, de tenderar
dessutom att vara regressiva (proportionellt
hégre for ligutbildade personer och de som har
korttidskontrakt) och kan ha den oavsiktliga
effekten att frimja irreguljir migration och
minniskosmuggling. I ett land av tio overstiger
kostnaden for ett pass 10 % av per capitainkom-
sten; det ir inte 6verraskande att dessa kostna-
der piiverkar emigrationen negativt. Regeringar
i bade ursprungs- och mottagarlinder kan f6r-
enkla procedurerna och minska kostnaderna
for dokument. De kan ocksa samarbeta for att
forbattra och reglera arbetsformedlingstjinster.

Det ar vikeigt att se till att migranter blir vil
mottagna, men ocksa att deras efterfrigan pa sam-
hallsservice inte medfor en oskilig belastning for

det mottagande lokalsamhillet. I de fall detta ir
ett problem for de lokala myndigheterna kan det
finnas behov av 6kade statsbidrag. Genom att si-
kerstilla att migranternas barn far ga i skolan och
att de vid behov har méjlighet att f3 extra stod,
kan deras framtidsutsikter forbittras och en fram-
tida underklass undvikas. Sprikundervisning ir
avgorande, bade for barn som gir i skolan och for
vuxna pa deras arbetsplatser. Dessutom behovs
ofta sirskilda insatser for att ni kvinnor som inte
arbetar utanfér hemmet. I vissa situationer krivs
ocksi aktiva insatser for att motverka diskrimi-
nering, hantera sociala spanningar och forebygga
vald mot migranter. Regeringar och civilsamhil-
lets organisationer har manga positiva erfaren-
heter nir det giller arbete mot diskriminering
genom till exempel upplysningskampanjer.

Trots att de flesta linder har fringitt omfat-
tande centrala planeringssystem ar det ett over-
raskande stort antal regeringar — ungefir en
tredjedel — som uppricthiller fakeiska hinder for
intern migration. Restriktionerna tar normalt sitt
uttryck i begransade rittigheter och samhallsser-
vice for personer som inte ir registrerade hos de
lokala myndigheterna. Dirigenom diskrimine-
ras interna migranter, vilket fortfarande ir fallet
i exempelvis Kina. Sikerstillandet av likvirdig
tillging till grundliggande samhillsservice ar en
av rapportens centrala rekommendationer nir det
giller intern migration. Likabehandling ar viktigt
for sasongsarbetare och personer som har tillfal-
liga arbeten och deras familjer. Det giller savil for
de regioner dit de beger sig for att arbeta som for
ate tillforsikra anstindig samhillsservice pa he-
morten, detta si att de inte tvingas att migrera for
ate fa tillging till utbildning och halsovard.

Aven om migration inte ir en ersittning for
bredare utvecklingsinsatser, kan den vara en vik-
tig strategi for hushall och familjer som f6rsoker
diversifiera och forbittra sin forsorjning, sirskile
i utvecklingslinder. Regeringar maste erkinna
denna mojlighet och integrera migration med
andra delar av den nationella utvecklingspoli-
tiken. Erfarenhet visar pa betydelsen av de all-
minna ekonomiska forhallandena och vikten av
starka offentliga institutioner for att kunna reali-
sera migrationens vinster.

Vagen framat

Genomforandet av denna reformagenda kom-
mer att kriva ett kraftfulle och upplyst ledarskap,
kombinerat med mer fokuserade insatser for att
involvera allminheten och 6ka minniskors kun-
skap om migration.

For ursprungslinderna skulle en mer systema-
tisk analys av hur migrationen ser ut, dess nytta,
kostnader och risker, ge ett battre underlag for ate
integrera migration i nationella utvecklingsstrate-
gier. Emigration ér inte ett alternativ till utokade
utvecklingsinsatser, men migration kan under-
latea tillging till idéer, kunskap och resurser som
kan komplettera och i vissa fall frimja framsteg.

Hur och nir reformer i mottagarlinderna bor
genomforas avgors av en realistisk analys av de
ekonomiska och sociala férhillandena. En analys
som tar hansyn till den allminna opinionen och
vad som ir politiskt méjligt pa lokal och nationell
niva.

Internationellt samarbete, sirskilt genom bi-
laterala eller regionala avtal, kan leda till battre
migrationshantering och forbattrat skydd for mig-
ranters rittigheter. Dessutom kan det bidra till act
oka migranternas bidrag till bide ursprungs- och
mottagarlinderna. Vissa regioner upprittar zoner
dir det réder fri rorlighet for att frimja friare han-
del och 6ka migrationens vinster — till exempel i
Vistafrika och sédra Latinamerika. De utvidgade
arbetsmarknader som skapats i dessa regioner kan
ge betydande vinster for migranter, deras familjer
och deras ursprungssamhallen.

Det har rests krav pa upprittandet av en ny
global ordning for att forbattra migrationshan-
teringen: over 150 linder deltar nu i det Globala
forumet for migration och utveckling som ar ett
informellt mellanstatlige natverk. Regeringar som
star infor gemensamma utmaningar utvecklar ge-
mensammaldsningar — en begynnande trend som
vi noterade under arbetet med rapporten.

Arets HDR — Att jvervinna hinder — placerar
mansklig utveckling hoge upp pa agendan for de
politiska beslutsfattare som efterstravar basta moj-
liga resultat av den globala migrationens alltmer
komplexa ménster.
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Resultat och trender i indexet for
mansklig utveckling, HDI

Indexet fér minsklig utveckling (Human
Development Index, HDI) miter den minskliga
utvecklingen i ett land utifrin befolkningens
forvintade livslingd vid fodseln, utbildning-
snivan (i form av skolging och liskunnighet
bland vuxna) samt BNP per capita (omriknad
efter inhemsk kopkraft och inte efter gillande
vixelkurs).

Arets HDI, som baseras pa data frin 2007,
har berdknats pa 182 linder. I &r har tre linder
tillkommit: Andorra och Liechtenstein (bida
for forsta gingen) samt Afghanistan (for forsta
gangen sedan 1996). De resultat som presenteras
i rapporten omfattar ny information, men rela-
terar ocksd till tidigare data.

Det 4r viktigt att notera att resultaten for
HDI inte reflekterar effekterna av den globala
ekonomiska krisen. Detta eftersom krisen in-
leddes under 2008 och statistiska berdkningar
i regel slipar efter tvd ar. I minga av virldens
linder forvintas dock den ekonomiska krisen ha
omfattande negativa effekter pd den manskliga
utvecklingen.

Under perioden 2006-2007 sjonk HDI-
virdet i fyra linder (till f6ljd av sjunkande BNP
per capita), samt steg i 174 linder. Samtidigt
forindrades lindernas rankning - femtio lin-
der foll en eller flera placeringar, medan ungefir
lika ménga linder fick en hégre placering. Detta
kan forklaras genom att forandringar i placering
inte enbart paverkas av hur utvecklingen gariett
specifikt land. Aven ett lands utveckling i rela-
tion till andra lander kan paverka rankningen.
Det land som tog flest steg uppit var Kina (sju
placeringar), fljt av Colombia och Peru (fem
placeringar). I samtliga tre fall kan férindringen

forklaras av en relativt snabb inkomstokning,
Hogst placering har Norge, foljt av Australien
pa andra plats och Island pa tredje. Ligst placer-
ingar har Niger, Afghanistan och Sierra Leone.
Detta betyder att listans absoluta topp- och bot-
tenplaceringar dr oférindrade frin aret innan.
Bland de tio linder som ligger i topp finns en
nykomling; Frankrike, som har tagit Luxemburgs
plats. De tio linder som éterfinns i listans botten
ar desamma som aret innan. Lindernas placering
har overlag forindrats mycket lite och generelle
sett har ett lands placering inte forandrats med
mer an tvé steg upp eller ned. I Afrika séder om
Sahara har exempelvis Ghana stigit tva placerin-
gar tack vare forbittrad utbildning, medan Chad
och Mauritius istillet sjunkit tvé placeringar.

Den manskliga rorligheten begrinsas av
policys p& hemmaplan, pa vagen till destina-
tionen, samt vid destinationen och minskar
rorlighetens potential att 6ka den ménskliga
utvecklingen.

Minga regeringar har infort hirda intrades-
regler, samtidigt som de blundar for att
migranterna ofta utnyttjas av arbetsgivare i
sina nya lander.

I kristider pressas ménga regeringar i desti-
nationslinderna att bygga hogre hinder mot
fri rorlighet. Nar den ekonomiska tillvixten
dter tar fart och efterfrigan pd migranternas
arbetskraft 6kar kan dessa hinder leda till att
minniskor viljer att migrera illegalt.

Sakerstall grundlaggande rattigheter
for migranter, oavsett legal status

Policys som ger okad mojlighet for min-
niskor att réra sig fritt och fi tillerade cill
arbetsmarknader — sirskilt for lagutbildade
— samt att sikerstilla bittre behandling av
migranter kan leda till stora vinster for savil
migranterna sjilva som for destinations- och
ursprungssamhillena.

Minska transaktionskostnaderna i
samband med migration, exempelvis
avgifter fér pass och visum

Genom att minska pappersexercisen och
sinka transaktionskostnaderna minskas an-
ledningen att invandra illegalt.

De bidrag som migranterna skickar hem
— remitteringar — ir storre in det samlade
internationella bistindet och bidrar bland
annat till forbattrad hilsa och utbildning.
Migranter bidrar dessutom med nya idéer
och innovationer.

Problemet med “brain drain”, det vill siga
hogutbildade som limnar sitt ursprungsland
for att soka bitcre mojligheter utomlands,
bor bemétas genom reformer som gor det at-
traktivare att stanna och majligt att forsorja
sig i ursprungslandet.

Minsklig utveckling

Minsklig utveckling (Human Development,
HD) handlar om att 6ka minniskors valfrihet
och stirka deras handlingsforméga och moj-
lighet att paverka sin egen situation. Minsklig
utveckling utgor alltsd bade en process och ett
mal. De tre viktigaste forutsittningarna for ut-
veckling dr ett langt friske liv, utbildning och
tillrackliga resurser for en driglig levnadsstan-
dard. Minsklig utveckling stricker sig dock lin-
gre 4n si och innefattar delaktighet, trygghet,
minskliga rictigheter och hallbar utveckling.
Minsklig utveckling ger manniskor mojlighet
till kreativitet och produktivitet, sjilvakening,
ckonomiske och politiskt inflytande och kinslan
av tillhorighet i samhallet.

Minsklig fattigdom och inkomstfattigdom
Minsklig fattigdom kannetecknas av en mang-
facetterad syn pa fattigdom medan inkomst-
fattigdom bara miter inkomst. Minsklig
utveckling miter dven majligheten till god hilsa,
utbildning, levnadsstandard och delaktighet.
Begreppet “minsklig fattigdom” signalerar alltsd
att bristen pa tillricklig inkomst 4r en viktig fak-
tor men inte den enda. Dirfor kan heller inte all
fattigdom reduceras till enbart inkomst.

Index for minsklig utveckling (HDI)

Indexet for minsklig utveckling (Human
Development Index, HDI) miter den minskliga
utvecklingen i ett land genom att undersoka
befolkningens forvintade livslingd, utbild-
ningsniva (i form av liskunnighet bland vuxna
och skolging) och BNP per capita (omriknad
efter inhemsk kopkraft och inte efter gillande

vixelkurs).

Det konsrelaterade indexet for

minsklig utveckling (GDI)

Det konsrelaterade indexet f6r mansklig utveck-
ling (Gender Development Index, GDI) anvin-
der samma variabler som HDI men tar ocksi
hinsyn till skillnader i jamstalldhet mellan kvin-
nor och min. Ju stérre skillnaden mellan kénen

ar i friga om grundliggande minsklig utveck-
ling, desto ligre ar ett lands GDI-virde jamfort
med dess HDI-virde. GDI-virdet ir helt enkelt
HDI-virdet som minskats eller justerats nerét pa
grund av brister i jimstilldheten mellan kénen.

Fattigdomsindexet (HPI)

Fattigdomsindexet (Human Poverty Index, HPI)
miter bristerna i minsklig utveckling. Medan
HDI micter ett lands framsteg med att uppné
minsklig utveckling som helhet, visar HPI hur
dessa framsteg fordelas hos befolkningen och
miiter de brister som fortfarande kvarstar. Det
finns ett HPI bade for utvecklingslinder (HPI-
1) och rika linder (HPI-2). Ett sirskilt index har
utarbetats for rika linder eftersom minniskors
fattigdom varierar med ett samhilles sociala och
ekonomiska villkor.

HPI-1

HPI-1 miter bristerna i samma aspekter av den
grundliggande minskliga utvecklingen som
HDI. De variabler som anvinds ar andelen per-
soner som beriknas do fore 40 ars alder, andelen
icke laskunniga vuxna samt brister i ekonomiska
resurser som helhet, bide offentliga och privata,
uttrycke i andelen personer som saknar tillging
till sjukvard och rent vatten samt andelen under-
nirda barn.

HPI-2

HPI-2 inriktar sig pa bristerna i samma aspekter
som HPI-1 plus ytrerligare en aspeke: social ut-
slagning. Variablerna ir andelen minniskor som
beriknas do fore 60 ars dlder, andelen personer
med otillricklig lis- och skrivférmaga, andelen
inkomstfattiga personer (med en disponibel in-
komst pa mindre in 50 procent av medianvirdet)
och andelen langtidsarbetslosa (ett ar eller mer).

Migrant

Migrant benimns den som har flyttat till och
bosatt sig i ett nytt land (internationell migra-
tion), men dven den som flyttat till en ny region,
kommun eller ett nytt distrikt inom det egna
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landets grinser (intern migration). En migrant
bide utvandrar — frin sitt hemland — och invan-
drar - till sitt nya land.

Mainsklig rorlighet

(human mobility/human movement)
Minsklig rorlighet syftar dels pd manniskors for-
méga och mojlighet att sjilva vilja var de ska bo,
dels pa den fysiska forflyteningen det innebir ate
bositta sig pa en ny plats.

Interna flyktingar (IDPs)

Interna flyktingar (Internally Displaced Persons,
IDPs) har tvingats limna sina hem antingen for
att undvika, eller som ett resultat av exempelvis
vapnad konflike, utbrett vald, brott mot mansk-
liga rittigheter eller naturkatastrofer. De har
dock inte limnat landet.

Flyktingar

Minniskor (individer eller grupper) som har
flyte fran sitt hemland till foljd av en vilgrun-
dad fruktan for forfoljelse pa grund av exem-
pelvis nationalitet, ras eller politisk tillhérighet.
Flyktingar kan eller vill inte atervinda.

Remitteringar

Remitteringar 4r de pengar och andra resurser
som migranter eller flykeingar skickar hem till
sitt ursprungsland, eller till mottagare i ett land
dir de tidigare bott.

The 2008 Constitution provides that the National
Congress shall be replaced by a 124-member National
Assembly. Elections to that body are due to take place
on 26 April 2009. During the transitional period, a
Legislative and Oversight Commission, comprising the
members of the Constituent Assembly, assumes the
legislative and oversight functions. The date refers to
the date when the Commission held its first session.
No woman candidate was elected in the 2008
elections. One woman was appointed to the cabinet. As
cabinet ministers also sit in parliament, there was one
woman out of a total of 32 members in October 2008.
The parliament was dissolved following a coup d'état in
December 2006.

The figures on the distribution of seats do not include
the 36 special rotating delegates appointed on an ad
hoc basis, and all percentages given are therefore
calculated on the basis of the 54 permanent seats.
The parliament elected in 1990 has never been
convened nor authorized to sit, and many of its
members were detained or forced into exile.

Forty five seats reserved for women are yet to be filled.
In November 1955, Eritrea was part of Ethiopia. The
Constitution of sovereign Eritrea adopted on 23 May
1997 stipulates that “All Eritrean citizens, of eighteen
years of age or more, shall have the right to vote”.
